ONE of the legends of Austral-
ian rallying, Ross Dunkerton,
is throwing his support be-
hind a new motor show in the
Far North.

The 58-year-old Trinity
Park resident has agreed to be
patron of the inaugural Motor-
show Action NQ at Mareeba in
June.

Mr Dunkerton, who moved
to Cairns from Perth about
two years ago, said he was
keen to help the organisers of
the event by bringing his ex-
perience, contacts and ideas
in motorsport.

Mr Dunkerton, who is semi-
retired, is working as a mot-
orsport presenter during the
first round of the Australian
Rally Championships in Tas-
mania this weekend.
